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2010 in Review

Union Mission operates 5 basic ministry programs. Crossreads (shelter for men), Brookside (shelter
for women and children), Qutreach, (food distribution program), The Thrift Store (reduced/donated
clothing, furniture, etc.) and Family Services (food, clothing, furmniture, utilities, etc.).

In 2010 Unien Mission Ministries served the people of West Virginia in the following ways:

Crossroads Men’s Shelter
Provided an average of 888 nights lodging per month
Provided an average of 2620 meals per month (an free evening meal is provided for
“street people” [men, women and children] at 5:30PM each evening)
There were 664 first-time professions of faith in Christ in 2010
There were 1057 services conducted

Foundatiens is the rescue-from-addiction program for men
In 2010 there were 132 men enrolled in the program at one time or another
In 2010 there were 3731 nights lodging given to men in this program
In 2010 there were 1573 hours of classes conducted
In 2010 there were 1007 one-on-one counseling sessions conducted

Brookside Women and Children’s Shelter
In 2010 Brookside housed 181 women
In 2010 Brookside housed 125 children
In 2010 there were 125 first-time professions of faith by women who came to Brookside
In 2010 there were 3038 over-night stays in Brookside
In 2010 there were 6909 individual meals served to women
In 2010 there were 2021 hours of classes conducted
In 2010 there were 4552 individual meals served to children

Family Services
An average of 500 families per month come in to Family Services
There were 23 first-time profession of faith in 2010 —
Food was given to 3780 families it
Clothes were given to 2294 individuals
Counseling was conducted with 1695 individuals (beyond the help for material needs)

Outreach (food distribution center)
On site (State Park Road in Kanawha City) we distribute an average of 200 food distributions
(food for a family of four to last 7 days) per week
There have been 125 first-time professions of faith through Outreach in 2010
Outreach supplies food for 43 sites in 38 counties in West Virginia
